What impact did this have on your understanding of citizenship and
the importance of serving others?

2. You have been involved in many leadership development activities in your three
years at Presentation. What do you feel are two key traits of being an effective
leader? Explain how you demonstrate these traits.

3. In your involvement in extra-curricular activities, how have you demonstrated
self-discipline in achieving an acceptable balance among academics, social, and
extra-curricular priorities?

Please submit your answers along with a copy of your resume. Please include on your
resume two professional references (excluding family members). You need only to list
the name and telephone number of the reference. These references may be contacted in
the event more information is needed to evaluate your application.
